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CREATING YOUR OWN BILLBOARD
So you got your big break as a designer.  A major advertising company in Cathedral City has asked you to create a billboard that reflects the attitude of their new slogan- “Shaping the community”.  There are a few requirements that they have set out in order for your creation to hit the billboards all over town, so make sure to follow the instructions that have been set out for you.

1. The design that you create must be an exact scale model of the actual size of a billboard.  Use the scale factor of 2 in: 1 ft. to create your design.  Your billboard, if chosen, will have dimensions of 10 ft x 40 ft.  Therefore, you must make sure that all of your information will fit and can be seen clearly for the drivers passing by to see clearly. (10 points)

2. The design must contain at least two of the following shapes:

· Square

· Rectangle

· Circle

· Triangle

· Trapezoid

The more shapes that you use in a constructive manner, the more likely your design will be chosen.  Be sure to measure the area and perimeter of the shapes that you are putting into the design.  This will be important, because the company spends a certain amount of money for each square foot of color they use for each design. (40 points, plus extra credit for each extra shape used creatively)
3. On a separate sheet of paper, be sure to show all of your work that details the shapes you chose to use and the measurements of each of the shapes.  Be specific and make sure to remember that you are measuring the scale version and not the life-size model.(30 points)

4. To make it easier on the company, determine the dimensions of your design for the actual billboard.  Remember the scale factor and the dimensions of the billboard in your calculations. (10 points)

5. Write a letter to the company that explains your drawing and why it should be displayed for the entire community to see.  It is important to be a good salesperson in this type of job, so make sure that you are selling a quality product for all of the community to see.(10 points)
