Criteria for CST Review Notebook

1. You need at least 20 vocabulary words from the textbook, written in your own words

2. You need at least 10 formulas from the textbook and 1 complete sentence describing how it is used (be sure to include the standard that it helps with)

3. You need at least 15 standards addressed in your notebook with practice problems, shortcuts, ideas, and explanations

4. Your notebook needs to be organized in an order where the vocabulary is in the front, the formulas follow, and the standards are addressed after the formulas.  Specific points will be given as described below.  Notebooks will be checked at the end of each Friday prior to the CST exam.  You may make it creative, but it must be organized.
