4.  Write your own eulogy (a eulogy is a story told at someone’s funeral).  When you are gone, what do you want people to say about you?  What stamp would you like to leave on the world?

5.  Put a picture of yourself on the cover of your favorite magazine.  What magazine is it?  Why?  What is the title placed above (or to the side of) you on the cover?  Why?

6.  If you could be a guest or host of any TV show in the world, which one would it be?  Why?  What would you talk about?
7.  Who are the ten people you admire most?  Why?

8.  Write a list of 50 things that you enjoy doing or would like to incorporate into your life.

9.  What upsets you the most about the world?  Do you have ideas about how to make it better?  How would you feel if you were doing that?

10.  What have you always wanted to do or experience?

Each question is worth 10 points for a total of 100.  You will be graded on the quality of your answers and not the quantity.  In every one of your responses, you must demonstrate that you sincerely thought about the response and how it would impact your life.
