Planning your own vacation
1. The first thing that you need to do is figure out where you want to go.  So, go to www.disneyland.com or www.seaworld.com and figure out which one would be best fitted for your vacation.  If you have another location, please let me know.

2. Next, go to maps.yahoo.com and put in the point A location as your hometown and the point B location as your vacation place.  Write the number of miles in the space down here.

3. Assuming that your car gets 30 miles per gallon, how many gallons will it take to get to your vacation spot?

4. Assuming that gas is $3 per gallon, how much will you be spending for a one way trip to your spot?  What about round trip?

5. Next, you will be staying for THREE days at your vacation spot so that you can see everything there is to see.  Figure out how much the total cost of the package would be to stay for three days.  In order to complete this portion, you will need to figure out how many people you are inviting (a minimum of three people need to be on this trip), choose a hotel package, ticket package, etc.  Write down the total cost of the trip.
6. Next, estimate how much money your group will need for food, entertainment, and any extras that will make the trip even better than it already will be.  Write this amount below.

7. If you have time, go to www.hertz.com or www.avis.com and figure out how much it would cost to rent a car for the trip.  This is extra credit.

8. If you have more time or would like to do this at home, create a flyer that promotes your vacation with the expenses listed on it.  Include pictures, funny things, and color… Make it fun!  This is extra credit.

9.  Add up the total amount of money the trip is going to cost and divide it by the number of people that are going on the trip.  Write down the cost per person below here and circle it… YOU ARE DONE!
